One of the talks at the Minerals of Arizona
Symposium on March 20 was Smithsonite in
Arizona by Tony Potucek. It was based on an
article he had written for Lithographie’s Mineral
Monograph series, Smithsonite. This book is really
excellent. The photographs of smithsonites from
all over the world are outstanding.

The section on Arizona Smithsonites has
eleven photographs of Arizona Smithsonite
specimens. We often don’t think of Arizona as
producing world-class smithsonites, but these
specimens are spectacular. The best blue Arizona
smithsonite is from the Silver Bill mine. An area
known as the copper stope produced really good
rosasite, some hemimorphite, malachite after
azurite pseudomorphs, and light blue to deep blue
smithsonite. The Silver Hill mine also produced
some good smithsonites they are white to blue but
not as gemmy as the best ones from Silver Bill.
Smithsonite from the Glove mine is gray to white.
The Mammoth-St. Anthony mine (Tiger) had some
good smithsonite specimens that are white to pale
green.
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The greatest variety in smithsonite color is
found at the 79 mine. The smithsonite can be
bright blue like the Silver Bill material. It can be
white to gray like the Glove mine material, and
it can be various shades of green from a
yellow green to an apple green to a very dark
green. Of all these localities the only one still
producing good smithsonite specimens is the
79 mine. During the last year several pockets
of green smithsonite were found, and the
specimen of white balls in the photo on page
42 of Smithsonite was also collected this year.

The book costs $30 and | highly
recommend it. Go to www.lithographie.org to
order it and look at the other interesting
publications they have.

Lithographie is the company that published
American Mineral Treasures at for the Tucson
Show two years ago. It has forty-four of what
are considered the most famous mineral
localities in the United States. The chapters on
Arizona include: Bisbee, Red Cloud mine, Ray
Copper mine, Morenci mine, Old Yuma mine,
and Mammoth-St. Anthony mine. | talked a
little about this book in Arizona Mineral
Collector column number 108. 1 also
recommend this as a book you should have.
Lithographie is now planning a book on
Arizona Mineral Treasures. It will be ready for
the Tucson Show in 2012 - celebrating
Arizona’s Centennial.

That if there
is a transfer of museum management to the
Historical Society, all the mineral displays, outside
mining artifacts, lapidary shop, educational
programs for K-12 students need to remain intact;
and further, that Historical Society just oversees
the financial responsibilities that the Department
has done for many decades.
