MEETING TOPIC & SPEAKER

LEO LANGLAND ~ IGUAZU FALLS

The waterfalls of the Iguazu River, located on the border of
the Brazilian state of Parana and the Argentine province of
Misiones, are, without a doubt, majestic and breathtaking,
The falls, also known as, Iguassu Falls, or Iguacu Falls,
divide the river into the upper and lower Iguazu; they lie 19
km upriver from the confluence of the Rio Iguazu and the
Rio Alto Parana.

The lguazu river basin extends over some 62,000 sq km.
The river rises up in the hills near Curitiba and flows 1,300
km across the Parana Plateau enroute receiving the waters
from about 30 rivers before reaching the falls. Here are 275
falls plunging over a precipice of more than a mile and a
half, with an average drop of 300 feet to the river below.
These falls are 60 feet higher than Niagara and about one
and a half times as wide. Eleanor Roosevelt is said to have
exclaimed on first seeing these falls: "Poor Niagara! This
makes Niagara look like a kitchen faucet.”

There are National Parks on both sides of the falls, both
with subtropical rainforest benefits from the added humidity
of the falls, causing an environment rich in vegetation and
fauna. There are 400 species of birds including five
members of the toucan family and over 100 species of
butterflies. This is where the giant, 6-foot amethyst geodes
and rhodochrosite statues are made. Leo has photos &
samples to show.

In the Arizona Mineral Collector — Number
107, | said that | was working on a new
edition of the Mineralogy of Arizona.
Marcus Origlieri of Tucson and | are
working together on it. Our plan is to have
it published by the Tucson Show in 2012,
the 100" anniversary of Arizona
Statehood. The theme for the Tucson
show that year will be Arizona. | would like
to tell about some people this month. Over
the years, professional mineralogists did
most of the work on the state mineralogy,
but there are mineral collectors who have
contributed a lot of information to our
knowledge of Arizona minerals.
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The first is Dave Shannon, now
deceased. His habit was to write
corrections and new information right
on the pages of his copy of the
Mineralogy of Arizona.

His wife, Colleen, has loaned me his
copy of the Ilast edition of the
Mineralogy. He has several hundred
additional localities and corrections
noted in the book. This is a
tremendous help in the start of a new
edition.

Bill Hunt, long time MSA member, who
| am told is quite ill at present, actually
had his notes on localities bound into a
copy of the Mineralogy of Arizona
which he gave to me a couple of years
ago. He has over 20 pages of
additional localities for Arizona.

After mentioning Hilde Zahm's article in Rock and Gem,
and touching on the subject of becoming more aware of
the laws of collecting on public lands in the last issue, |
received the following feedback from an MSA member
who recently went on a field trip for aquamarine with a
gem and mineral club in Colorado. While camping, they
“talked about the Forest Service ‘permit’ program about
mineral collecting. The club members said that there is
new federal legislation that prohibits the Forest Service
from requiring permits for ‘casual’ mineral collecting.”

The member also said that he was told by a Forest
Service ranger in California that he needed a permit to
collect minerals. When he asked the ranger how to get
such a "permit", the ranger was clueless. “There was no
procedure for getting a ‘permit’. Just another example of
government BS. Now these rangers have been banned
from asking for non-existing ‘permits’....”

He also went on to say, “lI have been a victim of the
U.S. Forest Service kicking me out of the pegmatite
collecting area in San Diego County last spring because
| didn't have a mineral collecting permit.” This ranger
was also clueless when asked how to get the ‘permit’.
“He just wanted me out of ‘his’ forest. Now, the Forest
Service can’t do that with the passage and signing of
the bill HR 146, which is now federal law.

(SEE OPPOSITE COLUMN - Item 3 states that no
permit is required for casual collecting of rock, mineral,
or fossils not protected under the subtitle.)

“Also, all the mining laws are still in effect. Note that
certain sensitive areas can be protected but there can
be no blanket permit requirement for casual collecting.
Also note that this section does not apply to National
Park land such as the Petrified Forest NP - no collecting
in National Parks, thankfully. We need to continue
protecting our hobby and the environment, casual
collecting does not mean devastating the landscape or
the feds will come up with new regulations to ruin things
for everybody.

You may want to print this and keep this with you on
your collecting trips should you get stopped. Also,
spread the word that mineral collecting is still allowed
on National Forest land without a permit. Sometimes
Congress does get things right.”
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SEC. 6311. SAVINGS PROVISIONS.

Nothing in this subtitle shall be construed to

(1) invalidate, modify, or impose any additional
restrictions or permitting requirements on any
activities permitted at any time under the
general mining laws, the mineral or geothermal
leasing laws, laws providing for minerals
materials disposal, or laws providing for the
management or regulation of the activities
authorized by the aforementioned laws
including but not limited to the Federal Land
Policy Management Act (43 U.S.C. 1701 1784),
Public Law 94 429 (commonly known as the
Mining in the Parks Act 16 U.S.C. 1901 et seq.),
the Surface Mining Control and Reclamation
Act of 1977 (30 U.S.C. 1201 1358), and the
Organic Administration Act (16 U.S.C. 478, 482,
551);

(2) invalidate, modify, or impose any additional
restrictions or permitting requirements on any
activities permitted at any time under existing
laws and authorities relating to reclamation and
multiple uses of Federal land;

(3) apply to, or require a permit for, casual
collecting of a rock, mineral, or invertebrate or
plant fossil that is not protected under this
subtitle;

(4) affect any land other than Federal land or
affect the lawful recovery, collection, or sale of

paleontological resources from land other than

Federal land;

(5) alter or diminish the authority of a Federal
agency under any other law to provide
protection for paleontological resources on
Federal land in addition to the protection
provided under this subtitle; or

(6) create any right, privilege, benefit, or
entitlement for any person who is not an officer
or employee of the United States acting in that
capacity. No person who is not an officer or
employee of the United States acting in that
capacity shall have standing to file any civil
action in a court of the United States to enforce
any provision or amendment made by this
subtitle.

This will be a trip with not so much driving distance involved. | have also moved our trip
weekend ahead by one week due to the Family Day on Saturday, October 17th at the
Arizona Mining and Mineral Museum, 15" Ave. & W. Washington St.

The location is accessible to almost any vehicle, with reasonable care, even passenger
cars. The three materials may interest a variety of collectors:

First, is rippled rhyolite , second is twisted gneiss , and third, is small to medium sized
geodes of the type found at Potts Canyon.

Highway 60 (Superstition Freeway) toward Globe is the direction we travel. At the
junction of 60 and 79 we go toward Globe on 60 for 2.1 miles and turn left onto Queen
Valley Rd. Go 1.6 miles and turn right onto FR 357. Go 6.2 miles and turn left going over
the railroad tracks. Collecting area is .5 to 2 miles to both directions in a small wash
which runs NW to SE in this desert area.

Usual tools pick, small shovel, pry bar, small hammer, and spray bottle would be helpful.

Gas, restrooms, & stores are not available after going past Apache Junction and the
settlements just east of there, so be prepared ahead of time with items you may need.

I'll meet anyone going on the trip at the junction of highway 60 and Queen Valley Rd.,
just after you go left at Queen Valley Rd. at 9:00 a.m.
